What is Anaphylaxis? 
Anaphylaxis is a sudden, severe allergic reaction that 
involves various areas of the body simultaneously. 
 
Food allergies, Insects stings, medications including  
prescription, over-the-counter, alternative therapies and 
latex can cause an anaphylactic reaction. 
 
Up to two percent of the general population and up to 
five per cent of children are at risk. Although it is rare it 
can be fatal.  
 
The most common causes of anaphylaxis  in young  
children are eggs, peanuts, tree nuts, cows milk, bee or 
other insect stings, and some medications. 
 
Comprehensive and regular training is at the heart of an 
effective response to the management of  children at risk. 
 
If your child has a known allergy that requires treatment 
for Anaphylaxis. Please inform the school, and the  
appropriate precautions will be taken.
